· Chairman Woloszyn opened at 5:05pm
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Guest presentation – JMA Accountant Wystup presented Committee with the City of Dunkirk 2015 Audit.  This is the first anyone is seeing it, so there has been no previous time to review it and ask proper questions.  Wystup discussed internal control findings, specifically the KVS Financial system, and how finishing the upgrade will enhance his findings for audit purposes and financial accountability within the City.  Szukala commented that this has been a topic of discussion for 4 years now and needs to be completed.  Williams agreed and questioned Treasurer Woods on timeframe to be completed.  Woods stated there is much more to I than the eye sees, and that he will look into it.  Wystup continued on about Interfund Loans, employees vs independent contractors (at which time Woloszyn stated that is something the City is actively working to clear up), and closing out completed projects.  Financial Highlights included General Fund having a budgetary surplus of $3,286 and operating surplus of $36,818 for year 2015, Water fund having an operating deficit of $96,921, and Wastewater fund operating surplus of $144,021, with a City net position increase by $687,816.
·  Finance Officer Report
· Review Bonding for $2.5 million WW Treatment Plant work – Halas presented committee with 5 resolutions concerning the allowance of the expenditure that will need to be approved by Council at the next meeting.  Williams had to leave, so he asked Woods what the final cost will be to taxpayers for the project.  Woods stated, in City would be about 45 cents increase per 1000, while out of city users would see about 96 cents per 1000 increase….or about $5 per quarter and $10 per quarter respectively.  Halas then continued on explaining again the need for these 2 large repairs, which are years past due, and the fact that these repairs will cut down drastically on the all the other equipment breakages that are occurring in the plant due to over/mis-use of such equipment because these being out of commission.   Woloszyn asked if the further needed plant repairs can be absorbed/done from year to year during the budget process and not have to be bonded for?  Halas/Woods said that is possible, but unknown for sure at this time.
