The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm by Chairman Councilman Bamonto. 
Section 6:
· Introductions were made to introduce Al Gens, the Section 6 President of Girls Softball, and John Sliwa, Sectional Chairman of Girls’ Softball in Chautauqua County.  The reason for the invitation is for the B1-2 championships at Wright Park Stadium in Dunkirk. 
· Reimbursements will be made this year for the upkeep of the fields.  The paperwork for reimbursement will be mailed in prior to the tournaments.  Sliwa thinks 30 man hours will be needed for an estimate of $500 to be reimbursed.  *Sliwa wanted to do $10 per hour, but that was a bit unrealistic with the amount of work that will be needed, not to mention the fees charged to attend the tournaments.
· The reason they like to close the road is due to the fact that the crowds are huge.  They don’t want balls to fly out and hit other cars driving by. But there are areas that will be open for people to get through the area without having to pay. Perhaps a sign can be placed to inform people that there is something going on and to proceed with caution. 
· Would like to talk to Nicole Waite and put together packets for the teams coming in to play promoting Dunkirk. John wants this to be bigger, bring people in, and support the city as a whole, not just for Section 6. It’s hard to get a program going because sometimes the teams playing aren’t confirmed until very close to the game.  It was recommended to talk to Nicole and Hector. 
· Do you want to use the bathrooms there or get Johnny on the Spots?  Marty wants to get our bathrooms up and ready.  It is agreed by the Mayor that he wants the fields looking good; even with the work going on around the area. 
· Tim Kowe will be running the Senior All Star game.  All proceeds will be donated to a charity. 
Tim Gornikiewicz Report:
· Tim reported on the rec center and expecting $2,500 more revenue than last year.  
· All the league fees from Adult Hockey have been collected.
· All the league fees from the Adult basketball (with the exception of the Monnies) have been collected.
· There were 10 teams in basketball and 8 teams in hockey.  
· As of date there are six temporary workers at the rec center.
· Applications for seasonal employment in the city will start on April 18. 
· A Softball meeting will be held on April 18, 2016 at 6pm in City Hall.
· The first meeting for Youth Flag Football will be held April 25 at City Hall. 
· Camp Gross will start July 11 and run for 5 weeks with an estimate of 14 employees.
