City of Dunkirk Personnel Committee Meeting
June 15, 2016

Present: Chairman Councilman Marty Bamonto, Councilman Don Williams, Councilman Andy Gonzalez, Mayor Rosas, Lilian Divine, Ryan Hall, Roger Heyden and Nicole Gugino (Observer).
The meeting was called to order at 4:00 pm by Chairman Councilman Bamonto. 
Councilman Williams made a motion to dispense of the reading of the previous minutes and accept them. 
Marty started the meeting asking about summer help in the city which led into Roger Hayden’s report: 
· Another seasonal employee was hired for streets
· There is a need for more counselors for summer camp
· There is a need for 3 more life guards with open water certificate with payment of $12.00 an hour 
· One of the employees with the streets department has a CDL and would like to be considered for permanent employment should the need arise.
Don asked Roger Hayden who does the hiring in hopes that the city’s hiring practices could start mirroring the diversity of the city.  Discussion followed.  It was suggested that we keep diversity hiring on the standing agenda for the personnel committee.  
Councilman Williams also made reference to recently passed by the NYS legislature Veteran’s Equality Act which allows for public employees that served at any time in the military to be eligible to get NYS retirement service credit for up to 3 years.  Roger was also asked to try to do his best to get this information out to all the employees.  Don asked that Nicole Gugino also get this important information out to the public via the Observer.  
Ryan Hall’s Report:
Prior to Ryan giving his report, the Mayor commended his outstanding job with getting the fields ready for the Section 6 Tournament which was a huge success.  After the Mayor had given Ryan his praise, Councilman Williams echoed his praise and added that he was hired at a really rough time that a lot of things needed to be done and Ryan handled things just fine.
· Senior Sweep- there was a lot of donations, so Ryan hopes not to have to dig into the Bill Cease Fund. With the donations received, he doesn’t think he will have to.  
· Donors included Wise Hardware, One Stop, P&G, Home Depot, Councilman Williams, and is still waiting to hear from others including Mary’s Deli. 
· Signups for Camp Gross are going well.  Councilman Gonzales suggested that he get postings to put up at the churches, and Councilman Bomanto suggested to put posters up at the Little League Field.  
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
